(IWSCSilver 2014)
This award winning Champagne delivers on all fronts,
the fine mousse in the glass and fresh floral aromas
follow through to rich fruit flavours and a fresh crisp
citrus finish on the palate.

4 Moét et Chandon 60
The recent release is all soft and cuddly, and certainly
made to please. With yeasty, toasty aromas practically
bursting out of the glass, the palate is rather creamy
with a little zippy acid on the finish.

9 MoétRosé 65
The aromas are intense and irresistible, a lively
bouquet of fresh red summer berries (strawberry,
raspberry and redcurrant) with floral nuances (rose,
hawthorn) and a light peppery touch.

5 Veuve Cliquot NV, France 70
This classical dry Champagne is a blend of two-thirds
black grapes (Pinot Noir and Pinot Meunier) for body,
balanced with one-third Chardonnay for elegance.
It has a fine persistent sparkle and golden Champagne color.

Golden yellow colour with a beautiful brilliance. Very
good mousse and fine bubbles. A delicate, fresh,
and fruity nose, showing notes of white fruits mainly
pear. Well-balanced, with aromas of ripe fruits.
A pleasant, lengthy finish.

Vergennes 2008, Cuvee Paul Chanson
The white wine has fruit intensity, with its own,
exciting mineral character, finishing fresh, rich and
very long.

Colour is medium red-purple, the nose being ripe,
with freshness. On the palate, a full start leads into a
middle-palate and a rich, gently tannic, beautiful farewell.
